A wildland fire, or wildfire, is an uncontrolled fire that
burns in a forest, grassland, or other sparsely populated
area. In the United States and Australia, about 50,000-
60,000 wildfires (also known as bushfires in Australia)
burn every year.

started by people, either on purpose or by accident.

Wildfires usually begin in the summer, when it is hot
and there is little rain. This weather dries out the trees,
grass, leaves, and branches. Fires can spread quickly in
these fuels.

Tools for fighting wildland fires include portable pumps,
tank trucks, and earth-moving equipment. Aircraft are also
very important in fighting wildfires. They are used for
dumping water or other chemicals that can slow down or
contain wildfires. Airplanes and helicopters are also used
for gathering information and for moving people, supplies,
