Assistant Porter, recorder. Mayor Door joined the meeting at 5:20 p.m.

HRD Washo reported
that six applications have been received.

B. Consultant for Strategic Messaging

The purpose of hiring a consultant is to assist with providing continuity in delivering a
clean, clear message for the upcoming elections in 2022. Commissioner Stringfellow
moved and Commissioner Willis seconded to approve authorizing Fire Chief Olson to
sign the agreement with Lund Faucett and appropriate $27,000 from the Administration
budget for levy messaging. MOTION CARRIED.

C. Board of Commissioner Meetings Transition

Open public meeting options have become available. Discussion followed on options
moving forward. Commissioners shared their concerns in immediately returning to in-
person meetings. Commissioner Stringfellow moved and Commissioner Eckroth
seconded to continue status quo with Zoom meetings and evaluate at the end of
August. MOTION CARRIED.

STAFF, LOCAL, FIREFIGHTERS’ ASSOCIATION AND FIRE CHIEF REPORTS (For
Information Only)

The following divisions provided a written report in the packet:

A. Human Resources — HRD Washo is working on unexpected recruitments for
Payroll Analyst and IT Director along with some that were expected. Work with
L726 on contract negotiations has begun.

B. Training — AC Juarez reported that Recruit Class 21-1 had a good first week. His
division is working with AC Stueve on a Train-The-Trainer program for ladder
truck training.

C. Field Operations — AC Kent provided the June Operations/EMS Report in the
packet. 4™ of July update —Operations was upstaffed and ready with the District
Operations Center was open. It wasn’t as busy as expected. Kudos to the crews
on overtime and those that manned the DOC. There is a push to update

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operations policies. He reported on a fire today. Crews were fast, safe, and
aggressive.

D. EMS - AC Bouchard. Aimost 80 EMTs and Paramedics were recertified through
Pierce County EMS and the Department of Health. It was a big project. Kudos to
Jackie Wood and Captain Fox for a job well done.

E. DC Operations — DC Stueve reported that despite diligent follow-up on our in-
house Active Units application, it is down. We are looking to replace it with a
commercially available product.

F. Fire Chief —Chief is working with Attorney Quinn on ballot language for the
benefit charge in 2021 and he will be at next meeting to explain language. E911
funding continues to move along. Pierce County adopted our fire code request. It
has been the accumulation of three years of work and has a profound effect on
safety in the future. Fitch is on-site for the EMS study. Thanks to DC Stueve for
coordinating their visit. The Board will receive an overview of the new website at
the next meeting. Pictures of the new ladder truck were provided in the packet.
They are great looking vehicles and thanks to Chief Karns and AC Stueve for
taking the lead to get these trucks delivered for our community. Thankfully, we
didn’t have the opportunity to need our high level of preparedness over 4" of
July. It is okay to be over-prepared. Good job to AC Kent. Chair Holm expressed
his appreciation for the hard work on the fire code adoption. It is a big step to
better serve citizens and the community.

L726/President James reported the Local is working on negotiations and looks forward
to working with management. They are hoping to host more events at the Union Hall
and, hopefully, host the holiday get together this year.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - MEDIC UNIT SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between Pierce County Fire District 3
(WPFR) and Central Pierce Fire & Rescue (CPFR), both are municipal corporations of the State of
Washington.

THIS AGREEMENT IS MADE by and between West Pierce Fire and Rescue ("WPFR") and
Central Pierce Fire and Rescue ("CPFR") for the temporary use by either agency who finds
themselves in need of a medic unit.

WHEREAS, due to circumstances beyond its control, WPFR or CPFR may need temporary use
of an Emergency Response Apparatus; and

WHEREAS, WPFR or CPFR may have available an Emergency Response Apparatus for
temporary loan, conditioned upon cooperation, mutual aid and reciprocity for such use, should
the need ever arise;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
This agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of RCW 39.34.

The borrowing agency agrees to pay the lending agency $1,000 for any portion of a month in which the
use of the Emergency Response Apparatus occurs, to assist with the maintenance costs of the medic unit.
Such fee shall be paid within 30 days of the return of the asset.

Certificates of insurance shall be exchanged as appropriate.

If for any reason the borrowed unit becomes needed by the lending agency, an immediate return of the
asset is expected.

The borrowing agency shall not be charged for any repairs beyond the amount stipulated above, unless
repairs are required due to accident and/or incidents creating greater than normal wear and tear occurring
while in use by the borrowing agency.

Each party shall defend, indemnify, and hold each other harmless from and against any and all claims,
demands, suits, actions, judgements, recoveries, liabilities damages, penalties, costs and expenses,
including but not limited to reasonable attorneys’ fees, resulting from damage to property or bodily
injury, including death, to the extend caused by a Party’s breach of this agreement or the negligent actions
or omissions of that Party, or its employees, servants, agents, or officers elected or appointed.

This term of this agreement shall be for a minimum of one year, commencing on the execution date, and

unless terminated or modified, it shall continue in effect for subsequent one-year terms. Either party may
terminate this agreement with 30-days written notice.

Firefighter safety—Department must establish best practices.

(1) The department must establish best practices to improve safety and health outcomes for firefighters, including
best practices:

(a) For a proactive health and safety risk management system consisting of a joint employer and employee
governance structure to oversee a continuous process of identification, evaluation, monitoring and controlling, and
reporting safety and health hazards in the workplace;

(b) To reduce firefighter risk of exposure to carcinogens; and

(c) To prevent or reduce the risk of injuries and illness with particular focus on causes of compensable workers'
compensation claims.

(2) Employers of firefighters who implement the best practices provided in subsection (1) of this section may be
eligible for a premium discount as determined by the department according to criteria established by the department.

(3) The department must consult with firefighters and employers of firefighters in establishing the best practices
and criteria for a premium discount under this section.

(4) The department may update the best practices established under this section as appropriate.

(5) For the purposes of this section, "firefighter" has the same meaning as in RCW 41.26.030(17) (a) through (c).
